Sweet Home Community Foundation Grant Instructions
Submit an unbound copy of the following two items by January 15, 2010.
1) Grant Application (attached)

Project Information Section:

Project information, importance and need for the project

· Include a complete description of the project including the goals and the specific objectives and expected outcome.  Describe how the project will accomplish these goals.

· Describe the beneficiaries of the project and how they will benefit from the project.

· If appropriate, explain how the project could be sustained after the period for which support has been requested.

Project Cost Section:
· Include the budget for the project (major elements of expense as well as how funds are to be spent and sources of revenue needed to complete the project).

· Describe other sources of support and include a statement of funds that have been received or pledged.

· Include a project plan of action and dates of implementation.

Application Organization Section:
Describe the applicant organization including a summary of the background, programs and qualifications of the organization seeking funds.

2) Documentation of Tax Exempt Status

· If your organization is a 501 (c) 3 tax-exempt organization, include a copy of your organization’s 501 (c) 3 determination letter from the IRS. 

· If you are sponsored by a tax-exempt organization, include a supporting letter from the sponsoring organization on their letterhead.


Projects that successfully compete for grants generally include the following:

· Improve the Quality of Life in Sweet Home

· Have Broad Community Support and/or Foster Community Involvement

· Have a Lasting, Beneficial Effect

· Have a Positive Track Record for Completing Projects

Projects that are not eligible for Sweet Home Community Foundations grants:

· Direct grants, scholarships, or loans to individuals

· Endowments

· General fund drives or annual appeals

· Projects of sectarian or religious organizations whose principal benefit is for their own members or  adherents

· Debt retirement or operational deficits
